We
now have three of them and many hand-made
mallets; the heaviest one being the guava wood
mallet. We had about 54 helpers this year. The
thing that was different this year was the
surprising number of children that came. They
did an amazing job| from pounding, to shaping
the mochi. Every year, we can see the mochi
pounding to be more prosperous than the last.
