Then I found a picture of Haruko Sensei sitting at the 
Okekkai Mediation Seat, and it made me feel very emotional 
and teary eyed.  I thought, “This is it!” The church stands 
today because Haruko Sensei’s Toritsugi Mediation was 
spot on and helped so many people.  Her prayers were 
sincere and true.    

The blessings Haruko Sensei had received were so 
profound and eye awakening—it literally improved her 

vision to a miraculous extent.  Had she 
not received her Okage (blessing), I 
would not be here.  The Wahiawa 
Church would not be here.  Had she not 
had an interest in sewing, she would not 
have meet Ms. Kusunoki her sewing 
instructor that guided her to see the Rev. 
Masayuki Kodama of Honolulu Church.  
Haruko Sensei got kicked by a horse, 
which left her eyes severely damaged and 
her spirit in much pain.  Through the 
blessings she received through 
encountering Konkokyo, her visual 
irregularities healed.  It was a misfortune 
for her to be kicked by the horse at that 
time, but that misfortune led to an 
amazing divine blessing later on in her 
life.
